3. Any third party liability or losses incurred due to damage caused by Drone/ UAVs and/or its operations to other equipment or individual during Drone/ UAV operations shall be the responsibility of the bidder.

4. Compliance to DGCA guidelines related to equipment, manpower and operations shall be the responsibility of the bidder.

(B)  Other service requirements :
1. The inputs for the above job such as KML/ shp/ dxf file, Base Station details related to the work shall be provided by CMPDI and the bidder will work under instructions of GM (Geomatics), CMPDI, Gondwana place, Kanke Road, Ranchi.
2. Provision for field survey equipment, manpower, logistics for survey, data processing at site/ CMPDI(HQ)/ bidder’s premises, during contract period shall be responsibility of the bidder.

3. On receipt of LoA, the successful bidder will have to send a technical person to Geomatics Division, CMPDI, Ranchi for detailed discussions and for getting instructions prior to start of work at site. 
4. Representatives from CMPDI may visit the site during acquisition of data through Drone/ UAV based sensors for coordination and necessary instructions.

5. Quality of acquired data should be checked on day to day basis in the field itself to avoid any discrepancy during processing and thus ensuring quality output.

6. It is the duty of the service provider to check the quality, suitability and coverage of area surveyed on daily basis. A report to this effect shall be sent to any communication means such as email/ whatsapp etc daily.

7. The time schedule as detailed in the Scope of Work has to adhered strictly.


3. Availability of Tender Documents:  
Detailed Tender Notice & Tender Documents including terms and conditions of works shall be available on Government E-Market Place (GeM) portal https://gem.gov.in and Tender Notice shall be available at websites www.cmpdi.co.in.& http://eprocure.gov.in/cppp. . The Tender document can be downloaded by any prospective bidder from the GeM Portal free of cost. The download of tender document may start immediately after e-Publication of NIT and shall continue till the last date and time specified for downloading the document.
4. Clarification of Bid: 
The bidder may seek clarification online through e-tendering portal http://gem.gov.in within the specified period. No other mode of seeking clarifications shall be entertained. The identity of the Bidder will not be disclosed by the system. The department will clarify, as far as possible, the relevant queries of bidders. The clarifications given by department will be visible to all the bidders intending to participate in that tender. The clarifications may be asked from the day of e-Publication of NIT. The period for seeking clarification by bidder will be as per provision of GeM portal. 

5. Bid Security / Earnest Money Deposit (EMD): 
5.1. Deposit of EMD:
The bidder will have to make the one-time payment of EMD through NEFT/ RTGS only and have to furnish UTR Number during submission of bid. Bidder will have to submit the proof of payment of EMD. 5.2. Exemption of EMD
The bidders under the category of Sate/ Central Govt./ PSUs/ firms registered with NSIC/ MSEs (Micro & Small Enterprises) / Start-up having valid registration and recognized by DPIIT(Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade, GoI) for the tendered works are exempted from submission of EMD against uploading of valid documentary evidence.
In case of exemption of EMD, the scanned copy of document in support of exemption will have to be uploaded by the bidder during bid submission.

6. User Portal Agreement:
The bidders have to accept unconditionally the online user portal agreement which contains the acceptance of all the Terms and Conditions of NIT including ‘General Terms & Conditions’ and ‘Special Terms & Conditions’ and other conditions, if any, along with on-line undertaking in support of the authenticity of the declarations regarding the facts, figures, information and documents furnished by the Bidder on-line through https://gem.gov.in in order to become an eligible bidder. No conditional bid shall be accepted / tender document, undertakings and the e-Procurement system through https://gem.gov.in in order to become an eligible bidder. This will be a part of the agreement.

i. Online bids must be uploaded by the bidders at GeM portal by the last date and time as specified in e-tender notice.
ii. In case, three (03) bids are not received within originally stipulated time, the due date of tender shall be extended by 4 (four) days. If, even after granting extension (Four days), less than three (03) bids are received, tender shall be opened without further extension. No separate corrigendum shall be issued and published by the Tender Inviting Authority for extending the due dates. In case no offer is received, tender will be cancelled.

8. Qualification of the Bidders:
8.1 In order to submit the bid, the bidders have to get themselves registered online on GeM portal (https://gem.gov.in).
Bidders are advised to upload the scanned copy of documents specified under the eligibility criteria of the tender in support of their qualification, as Cover-I, against the tender. The CHECK LIST of such documents is also available under the heading Confirmatory Document to verify the submission of required information. Non-submission of requisite documents/ information will be considered as a non-responsive bid, which is liable for rejection.
8.2 The invitation for bid is open to all bidders including an individual, proprietorship firm, partnership firm, company or a Joint Venture having eligibility to participate as per eligibility criteria stipulated in clause No.9 of NIT.
8.3 Joint Venture (JV): Two or three Companies/Contractors may jointly undertake contract(s). Each entity will be jointly and severally responsible for completing the task as per the contract.
Joint Venture details:
Name of all Members of a JV (not more than 3):
1. Lead Member (minimum participation share – 50%)
2. Member (minimum participation share – 20%)
3. Member (minimum participation share – 20%)
Joint Venture must comply the following requirements:
i) The qualifying criteria parameter e.g. experience, financial resources (of the relevant period) and the equipment/fleet strength of the individual member of the JV will be added together and the total criteria should not be less than as spelt out in clause 10 of NIT as qualifying/eligibility criteria as specified in e-tender Notice. However, the required Working Capital shall be met by individual members of JV as spelt out in Clause 9.2 of NIT.
ii) The formation of JV or change in the JV character/ members after submission of the bid and any change in the bidding regarding JV will not be permitted.
iii) The bid, and in case of a successful bid - the agreement, shall be signed so as to legally bind all members jointly and severally and any bid shall be submitted with a copy of the JV Agreement providing the joint and several liabilities with respect to the contract.
iv) The pre-qualification of a JV does not necessarily pre-qualify any of its member individually or as a member in any other JV. In case of dissolution of a JV, each one of the constituent firms may pre-qualify if they meet all the pre-qualification requirements, subject to written approval of the employer.
v) The bid submission must include documentary evidence to the relationship between JV members in the form of JV Agreement to legally bind all partners jointly and severally for the proposed agreement which should set out the principles for the constitution, operation, responsibilities regarding work and financial arrangements, participation (percentage share in the total) and liabilities (joint and several) in respect of each and all of the firms in the JV. Such JV Agreement must evidence the commitment of the parties to bid for the facilities applied for (if pre-qualified) and to execute the contract for the facilities if their bid is successful.
vi) One of the members shall be nominated as ‘In-charge’ of the contract and shall be designated as Lead Partner. This authorization shall be evidenced by submitting with the bid a Power of Attorney signed by legally authorized signatories of all the members.
vii) The JV must provide that the Lead Member shall be authorized to incur liabilities and receive instructions for and on behalf of any and all members of the JV and the entire execution of the contract shall be done with active participation of the Lead Member.
viii) The contract agreement should be signed by each JV members. Subsequent declarations/letters/documents shall be signed by lead member authorized to sign on behalf of the JV or authorized signatory on behalf of JV.
ix) The bid should be signed by authorized signatory on behalf of JV.
x) An entity can be a member in only one JV. Bid submitted by JVs including the same entity as member will be rejected.
xi) The JV agreement may specify the share of each individual member for the purpose of execution of this contract. This is required only for the sole purpose of apportioning the value of the contract to that extent to individual member for subsequent submission in other bids if he intends to do so for the purpose of the qualification in that Bid.
xii) The JV agreement must specifically state that it is valid for the project for which bidding is done. If JV breaks up midway before award of work and during bid validity period bid will be rejected. If JV breaks up midway before award of work and during bid validity/after award of work/during pendency of contract, in addition to normal penalties as per provision of bid document, all the members of the JV shall be debarred from participating in future bids for a minimum period of 12 months.
xiii) JV agreement shall be registered in accordance with law so as to be legally valid and binding on the members before making any payment.
Note: If the work is awarded to a JV firm, they will register the JV agreement under Registration Act in accordance with law.
xiv) JV shall open a bank account in the name of JV and all payments due to the JV shall be credited by employer to that account only. To facilitate statutory deductions all statutory documents like PAN, GST registration etc. shall be submitted by JV before making any payment.
xv) The JV must enroll in the GeM portal (https://gem.gov.in) with the name of the firm as appearing in the JV agreement.
xvi) If a Bidder participates as Joint Venture (JV), the benefits as per Public procurement Policy for MSEs Order-2012 shall not be applicable for them.
xvii) Lead partner of JV will participate in the bid on behalf of other members of JV since the JV at this stage of bid has not been registered as a Company. The agreement among JV partners can be attached with the bid by the lead partner.
xviii) Once Lead partner of JV has been identified as L1 bidder, LOA shall be issued to the L1 partner of the JV. L1 Bidder will thereafter register the JV as per the law to form the Company and register on GeM as a new Service Provider (SP). GeM will update the new SP details in demand through back-end which will enable Buyer to create final contract with the JV along with PAN, GST of the newly formed company.

9. Eligibility Criteria:The bidder has to fulfil the following eligibility criteria:
9.1 A) Work Experience

· One completed similar work of 80% of total tender value. or

The Bidder must have experience of works (includes completed / ongoing) of similar nature valuing 50 % of the annualized estimated value of the work put to bid (for period of completion over 1 year) / 50 % of the estimated value of the work (for completion period up to one year) put to Bid in any year (consecutive 365 days) during last 7(seven) years ending last day of month previous to the one in which bid applications are invited.
“Annualised value” of the work shall be calculated as the “Estimated value/Period of completion in Days x 365”.
The value of executed works shall be given a simple weightage to bring them at current price level by adding 7% for each completed year (total number of days/365) after the end date of experience till the last day of month previous to one in which e-Bid has been invited.

Defination of Similar nature of work: Drone/ UAV photogrammetry survey in coal mining area together with web platform or web portal access for data visualization and/or analysis.
In respect of the above eligibility criteria, the bidders are required to furnish the following information:
i. Start date of the year for which work experience of bidder is to be considered for eligibility.
ii. Start date & end date of each qualifying experience (similar nature).  
iii. Work Order Number/ Agreement Number of each experience.
iv. Name & address of Employer/ Work Order Issuing authority of each experience.
v. Percentage (%) share of each experience (100% in case of an Individual/ Proprietorship firm or a partner in a partnership firm and the actual % of share in case of a Joint Venture).
vi. Executed Value of work against each experience.
vii. In case the bidder is a Joint Venture, the work experience of any one, two and three of the individual partners of JV or the JV itself may be furnished as the work experience of the bidder.

Note:
i. In case any of the experiences does not fall in the selected period of 365 days (continuous), such experiences will be excluded from evaluation. Hence the bidder shall have to furnish the value of work executed only during the selected period of 365 days (continuous).
ii. The weightage of 7% every year will be on simple rate and will not be compounded on yearly basis for the purpose of calculating the value of each qualifying experience."
iii. The work experience of the bidder may be an ongoing work and the executed value of work shall be considered for evaluation.
iv. In case the experience has been earned by the bidder as an individual or proprietor of a proprietorship firm or partner of a partnership firm, then 100% value of the experience will be considered against eligibility. But if the experience has been earned by the bidder as a partner in a Joint Venture firm /partnership firm then the proportionate value of experience in proportion to the actual share of bidder in that Joint Venture /partnership firm will be considered against eligibility.

For work experience, Bidders are required to submit Work Experience Certificate issued by the employer against the experience of similar work containing all the information as sought on-line.

NOTE: For eligibility Total Amount of Work Experience (adding all the Experience Value during the consecutive 365 days) should be at least 50% of the Annualized value or estimated value whichever is less.

9.2 Working Capital
Evidence of possessing adequate working capital (at least 20% of the “Annualized value or Estimated value whichever is less” of this work) inclusive of access to lines of credit and availability of other financial resources to meet the requirement. The bidder should possess the working capital within three months prior to the date of opening of tender.

The item wise rate quoted by bidder shall be inclusive of all taxes, duties & levies but excluding GST & GST Compensation Cess, if applicable. a. After opening of Technical bid, the documents submitted by bidder(s) in packet-1 as enlisted in the NIT will be downloaded by the Evaluator and shall be put up to the Tender Committee. The Tender Committee will examine the uploaded documents against information/declarations furnished by the bidder(s) online. If it confirms to all of the information/ declarations furnished by the bidder online and does not change the eligibility status of the bidder then the bidder will be considered eligible for opening of price bid.
b. In case the Tender Committee finds that there is some deficiency in uploaded documents corresponding to the information furnished online or in case corresponding document have not been uploaded by bidder(s) then the same will be specified online by Evaluator clearly indicating the omissions/shortcomings in the uploaded documents and indicating start date and end date allowing 7 days (7 x 24 hours) time for online re-submission by bidder(s). The bidder(s) will get this information on their personalized dashboard under “Upload confirmatory document” link. Additionally, information shall also be sent by system generated email and SMS, but it will be the bidder’s responsibility to check the updated status/information on their personalized dash board regularly after opening of bid. No separate communication will be required in this regard. Non-receipt of e-mail and SMS will not be accepted as a reason of non-submission of documents within prescribed time. The bidder(s) will upload the scanned copy of all those specified documents in support of the information/ declarations furnished by them online within the specified period of 7 days. No further clarification shall be sought from Bidder. Any related document(s) submitted online or offline beyond these specified period of 7 days shall not be considered for evaluation.
c. It is responsibility of Bidders to upload legible/clearly readable scanned copy of all the required documents as mentioned in 9.10 .
d. The tender will be evaluated on the basis of documents uploaded by bidder(s) online. The bidder(s) is/are not required to submit hard copy of any document through offline mode. Any document submitted offline will not be given any cognizance in the evaluation of tender.
e. In case the bidder(s) submit(s) requisite documents online as per NIT, then the bidder(s) will be considered eligible for opening of Price Bid.
f. Seeking clarification shall be restricted to confirmation of submitted document/online information only and it should be only for one time for a period of upto 7 days. The clarification shall be taken in online mode in the GeM portal only.	
The shortfall information / documents should be sought only in case of historical documents which pre-existed at the time of the tender opening and which have not undergone change since then. These should be called only on basis of the recommendations of the Tender Committee. So far as the submission of documents is concerned with regards to qualification criteria, after submission of the tender, only related shortfall documents should be asked for and considered. For example, if the bidder has submitted a work order document related to a particular contract without its completion / performance certificate, the certificate can be asked for and considered. However, no work order for new contract should be asked for so as to qualify the bidder.
g. The verification of Document from source shall be done only in case of complaints received or on suspicion. This would be done either through speed post or through electronic communication. No anonymous/pseudonymous complaints shall be entertained.
h. In case bidder(s) fails to confirm the online submitted information(s)/ declaration(s) by the submitted documents (9.10) above, their/his bid shall be rejected; however, if the confirmatory documents do not change eligibility status of the bidder in connection his submitted online information(s)/declaration(s), then his/their bid will be accepted for opening
i. Even though the bidders meet the above qualifying criteria, they are subject to be disqualified if they have made misleading or false representations in the form of statements and attachments submitted in proof of the qualification requirement.
j. After Technical evaluation of tender, Technical Evaluation Summary will be uploaded by the evaluator and price bid shall be opened on schedule date and time online in the GeM portal. However, in case there is any extension of date and time of price bid opening, it shall be notified online and price bid shall be opened online on GeM portal at rescheduled date and time. 
k. In case none of the bidder(s) complies the technical eligibility criteria as per NIT, then bidder(s) will be rejected online and tender will be cancelled. Re-tender (if required) will be done (with the same or different quantity, as per the instant requirement).
l. Preference to MSEs (For applicable services) and Make in India (as applicable) would be applicable as per Government directives issued and as amended from time to time. 

19. Financial Evaluation of the bids:
a. The Tender Committee will recommend for award of work to the successful bidder after evaluating their techno-commercial eligibility based on the evaluation sheet prepared by evaluator of the scanned documents uploaded by bidder(s) in support of the information furnished by them online and after evaluation of the reasonableness of L-1 rates as per provisions of Manual of CIL and other guidelines issued from time to time.
b. After competent approval and financial concurrence of TCR, the Letter of Acceptance (LoA) to the L-1 bidder will be issued.
c. If L1 bidder backs out, the EMD will be forfeited and the bidder will be debarred for minimum one (01) year from participating in tenders in CMPDIL.
20. Bid Extension:
If number of bids received online is found to be less than three on end date of bid submission then the following critical dates of the Tender will be extended for a period of four days:
i) Last date of submission of Bid 
ii) Bid Opening date.
iii) Last date of receipt of EMD

21. A. Preference to Make in India:
Preference to Make in India (as applicable) vide Order No. P-45021/2/2017-PP (BE-II) dated 04.06.2020,issued by Govt. of India as amended from time to time shall be applicable.
In terms of the above said policy, purchase preference shall be given to local suppliers in the following manner :
I. 	In the procurement of works which are divisible in nature, the following procedure shall be followed :
i) 	Among all qualified biddders, the bidder with lowest price quoted will be termed as L-1. If L-1 is from a Class-I local supplier, the contract for full quantity will be awarded to L-1 at L-1 price by the Purchaser/ Contractor. 

ii) 	If L-1 is not a Class-I local supplier, 50% of the order quantity shall be awarded to L-1. Thereafter, the lowest bidder among the Class-I local suppliers will be invited to match the L-1 price for the remaining 50% quantity subject to Class-I local supplier’s quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and the contract for that quanti-ty shall be awarded to such local supplier subject to his matching the L-1 price. In case such lowest eligible Class-I supplier fails to match the L-1 price or accept less than the offer quantity, the next higherClass-Ilocal supplier within the margin of purchase pref-erence shall be invited to match the L-1 price for remaining quantity and so on, and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case some quantity is still left uncovered on Class-I local supplier, then such balance quantity may also be ordered on L-1 bidder.

II. In the procurement of works which are not divisible, and in procurement of services where the bid is evaluated on price alone, the following procedure shall be followed:- 
i) Among all qualified bids, the lowest bid will be termed as L-1. If L-1 is from a Class-I local supplier, the contract will be awarded to L-1.

ii)	If L-1 is not from a Class-I local supplier, the lowest bidder among the Class-Ilocal suppliers, will be invited to match the L-1 price subject to Class-I local supplier's quoted price falling within the margin of purchase preference, and the contract shall be awarded to such Class-I local supplier subject to matching the L-1 price.

iii) 	In case such lowest eligible Class-I local supplier fails to match the L-1price, theClass-Ilocal supplier with the next higher bid within the margin of purchase preference shall be invited to match the L-1 price and so on and contract shall be awarded accordingly. In case none of the Class-I local suppliers within the margin of purchase preference matches the L-1 price, then the contract may be awarded to the L-1 bidder.

Note: The confirmation from the bidder regarding matching of L-1 price may be taken in confirmatory document link of GEM portal by recycling ‘Any other document’ link.

B. Verification of local content :
i) If the estimated value of Procurement is less than Rs. 10 crores, all the Bidders at the time of bidding shall submit either self-certification indicating the percentage of local content in the offered items.
ii) If the estimated value of procurement is more than Rs. 10 crores, all the Bidders shall submit along with its bid a certificate from the statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company (in case of companies) or from a practicing cost accountant or practicing chartered account (in respect of suppliers other than companies) giving the percentage of local content.
iii) CIL/ Subsidiarymay constitute committees with internal and external experts for independ-ent verification of auditor’s / accountant’s certificates on random basis and in the case of complaints.
iv) False declarations will attract banning of business of the bidder for a period up to two years.
v) A local supplier who has been debarred by any procuring entity for violation of above order shall not be eligible for preference under this Order for procurement by any other procuring entity for the dura-tion of debarment. The debarment for such other procuring entities shall take effect prospectively from the date on which it comes to the notice of other procurement entities.
C.    Procurement from Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) (APPLICABLE FOR SERVICE NATURE OF TENDERS)
i) 	Subject to meeting terms and conditions stated in the tender document including but not limiting to prequalification criteria, 25% of the work will be awarded to MSE as defined in MSE Procurement Policy issued by Department of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME) for the tendered work/item. Where the tendered work can be split, MSE quoting a price within a price band of L-1 + 15% shall be awarded at least 25% of total tenderedwork provided they match L-1 price. In case the tendered work cannot be split, MSE shall be awarded full work provided their quoted price is within a price band of L-1 + 15% and they match the L-1 price.

ii) 	In case of more than one such MSEs are in the price band of L-1 + 15% and matches the L-1 price, the work may be shared proportionately if the job can be split. If the job cannot be split, then the opportunity to match the L-1 rate of the tender shall be given first to MSE who has quoted lowest rate among the MSEs and the total job shall be awarded to them after matching the L-1 price of the tender. If the MSE who have quoted lowest rate among the MSEs in the price band of L-1 + 15% do not agree to match the rate of L-1 of the tender, then the MSE with next higher quoted rate in the price band of L-1 + 15% shall be given chance to match the rate of L-1 for award of the complete job. This process to be repeated in till work is awarded to MSE or MSE bidders are exhausted.

iii) 	Out of the 25% target of annual procurement from micro and small enterprises 3(three) percent shall be earmarked for procurement from micro and small enterprises owned by women. In the event of failure of such MSEs to participate in the tender process or meet the tender requirements and L-1 price, 3(three) percent sub-target so earmarked shall be met from other MSEs.

iv) 	Out of the 25% target of annual procurement from micro and small enterprises 4(four) percent shall be earmarked for procurement from micro and small enterprises owned by Scheduled Caste & Scheduled Tribe entrepreneurs. In the event of failure of such MSEs to participate in the tender process or meet the tender requirements and L-1 price, four percent sub-target so earmarked shall be met from other MSEs.

v) 	To qualify for entitlement as SC/ST owned MSE, the SC/ST certificate issued by District Authority must be submitted by the bidder in addition to certificate of registration with anyone of the agencies mentioned in paragraph (I) above. The bidder shall be responsible to furnish necessary documentary evidence for enabling CIL/ Subsidiaryto ascertain that the MSE is owned by SC/ST. MSE owned by SC/ST is defined as:
· In case of proprietary MSE, proprietor(s) shall be SC /ST
· In case of partnership MSE, The SC/ST partners shall beholding at least 51% shares in the enterprise.
· In case of Private Limited Companies, at least 51% share shall be held by SC/ST promoters.
· In case of Public Limited Companies, at least 51% share shall be held by SC/ST entrepreneurs at any given point of time.

vi) 	Classification of Micro and Small Enterprise are as under: 
a. 	Micro Enterprise –Enterprise where the investment in plant and machinery or equipment does not exceed one crore Rupees and turnover does not exceed five core rupees.  
b. 	Small Enterprise-Enterprise where the investment in plant and machinery or equipment does not exceed ten crore Rupees and turnover does not exceed fifty core rupees.  
vii) 	The MSEs should be registered with District Industries Centers (DICs)/ Khadi & Village Industries Commission (KVIC)/ Khadi & Village Industries Board (KVIB)/ Coir Board/ NSIC/ Directorate of Handicrafts and Handloom or any other body specified by Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium
	Enterprises (MoMSME) are eligible for availing benefits under the Public Procurement Policy for Micro and Small Enterprise (MSEs) Order, 2012as amended from time to time.
viii) 	The MSEs are required to submit copy of documentary evidence, issued by their registering authority whether they are small enterprise or micro enterprise as per provisions of Public Procurement Policy for Micro and Small Enterprise (MSEs) Order, 2012 with latest guidelines/clarifications provided by MoMSME.
xi) 	The existing MSE enterprises registered prior to 30thJune 2020, shall continue to be valid for a period up to 31.03.2021 only. Mandatorily bidders need to have “Udyam Registartion Certificate” after 31.03.2021 for availing benefits under the Public Procurement Policy for Micro and Small Enterprise (MSEs) Order, 2012 as amended from time to time.
x) 	If MSE Bidder withdraws his offers after last date of bid submission or fails to sign the Agreement or commence the work as per Conditions of Contract then such Bidder shall be banned for a minimum period of 1(One) year in line with provisions of Banning of Business.
22. Restrictions under Rule 144(xi) of general Finance Rule (GFRs), 2017
1.	Any bidder from a country which shares a land border with India  will be eligible to bid in this tender  only if the bidder is registered with the competent authority.
2. 	‘Bidder’ means any person or firm or company, including any member of a consortium or joint venture (that  is an association  of several persons , or firms or companies), every artificial juridical person not falling in any of the descriptions of bidders stated herein before, including any agency branch or office controlled by such person , participating in a procurement process.
3.	The competent Authority for the purpose of Registration shall be the Regritration Committee constituted by the Department for promotion of Industry and Internal Trade (DPIIT).
4.	“Bidder from a country which shares a land border with India” for the purpose of this Order means:-
a) An entity incorporated, established or registetred in such a country; or
b) A subsidiary of an entity incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or
c) An entity substantially controlled through entities incorporated, established or registered in such a country; or
d) An entity whose beneficial owner is situated in such a country; or
e) An Indian (or other) agent of such an entity; or
f) A natural operson who is citizen of such a country; or
g) A consortium or joint venture where any member of the consortium or joint venture falls under any of the above.

5. 	The  Beneficial owner for the purpose of 4 above will be as under:
i. In case of a company or Limited Liability Partnership, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridicial person, has a controlling ownership interest or whoexcercises control through other means.
Explanation-
a)  “Controlling ownership interest” means ownership of or entitlement to more than twenty-five per cent of shares or capital or profits of the company;
b)  “Controll’; shall include the right to appoint majority of the directors or to control the management or policy decisions including by virtue of their shareholding or management rights or shareholders agreements or voting agreements.
ii. In case of a partnership firm, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s) who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridicial person, has ownership of entitlement to more than fifteen percent of capital or profits of the partnership;
iii. In case of an unincorporated association or body of individual;s, the beneficial owner is the natural person(s), who, whether acting alone or together, or through one or more juridical person, has ownership of or entitlement to more than fifteen percent of the property or capital or profits of such association or body of individuals;
iv. Where no natural person is identified under (1) or(2) or(3) above, the beneficial owner is the relevant natural person who holds the position of senior managing official;
v. In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include identification of the author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with fifteen percent or more interest in  the trust and any other natural person exercising ultimate effective control over the trust through a chain of control or ownership.
An agent is a person employed to do any act for another, or to represent another in dealings with third person.

23. Cancellation of Tender:
Even after extension of bid as per clause 20, If no Bid is received, the tender will be cancelled. 
In case none of the bidder(s) complies tothe technical eligibility criteria as per NIT, the tender will be cancelled.
24. The processes for entering into the agreement with the successful bidder will be done offline. However, the documents required to be submitted by contractor for executing the agreement is specified in (Annexure-V) of the Tender document.                 
25. The Company reserves its right to allow Public Enterprises purchase preference facility as admissible under prevailing policy.   
26. Subletting/Sub-vending: No subletting of work by the contractor is permissible. 
27. The Company does not bind itself to accept the lowest tender and reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reasons whatsoever and to split up the work between two or more tenderers or accept the tender in part and not in its entirety.     
28. Matters relating to any dispute or difference arising out of this tender and subsequently contract awarded based on this tender shall be subject to the jurisdiction of Courts at Ranchi and/ or courts located at the places of execution of work.
29. Site Visit: The Bidder, at the Bidder’s own responsibility, cost and risk, is encouraged to visit and examine the Site of works and its surroundings and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the Bid and entering into a contract for execution of the works. The cost of visiting the Site shall be at the Bidder’s own expense.
CMPDI officials shall be available at site to assist the bidders during site visit. 
It shall be deemed that the tenderer has visited the site/area and got fully acquainted with the working conditions and other prevalent conditions and fluctuations thereto whether he actually visits the site/area or not and has taken all the factors into account while quoting his rates.
30. Cost of Bidding: The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his bid and the Employer will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.
31. Change in Constitution of the Contracting Agency:Prior approval in writing of the Company/buyershall be obtained before any change is made in the constitution of the contracting agency, otherwise it will be treated as a breach of Contract.
32. Canvassing in connection with the tenders in any shape or form is strictly prohibited and tenders submitted by such tenderers who resort to canvassing shall be liable for rejection.
33. Paying authority: Paying authority is HOD/ GM (Finance), CMPDI.
34. Currencies of Bid and Payment:The unit rates and prices shall be quoted by the Bidder in Indian Rupees only. All payment shall be made in Indian Rupees only.
35. Period of Work: 
The work should be completed as per schedule and the date of commencement of the work will be reckoned from the actual date of issue of bid securityeptance/ work order or handing over the relevant document to the contractor, whichever is later.
36. Commencement of Work: 
Date of Start of work shall be mentioned in the Work Order and deployment of man-power shall be ensured by the Successful Bidder accordingly.
On completion of the work, work-site shall be handed over to the company by the contractor and he/they shall intimate officially of having completed the work as per the contract.
37. Letter of Acceptance (LOA)/ Agreement/ Work Order: 
The Bidder, whose Bid has been accepted, will be notified /communicated by the Employer electronically online on the GeM portal prior to expiration of the Bid validity period. This letter (hereinafter and in the Conditions of Contract called the "Letter of Acceptance") will state the sum that the Employer will pay the Contractor in consideration of the execution and completion of the Works by the Contractor as prescribed by the Contract (hereinafter and in the Contract called "the Contract Price").
The offline communication of LOA shall not be mandatory.
I. The notification of LOA  will constitute the formation of the Contract.
II. The work order shall be issued after  submission of Performance Security and Additional Performance Security (if any) by the Contractor as per schedule with following details: -.
a. Time schedule for Execution of Formal written Agreement.
b. Any other salient detail as per standard format 
The Agreement will incorporate all agreements between the Employer and the successful Bidder and shall be executed within 14 days of confirmation of Performance Security submitted by the contractor as per contract conditions. 
In case of failure to enter in to agreement within specified period the contract will be terminated in accordance to clause 4.4 of conditions of contract(GTC).
No payment for the work shall be made before execution of this agreement.
III. In the bidding process, the cause of rejection of bid of any bidder shall be intimated to non-qualified bidder online and the Earnest Money shall be refunded to unsuccessful bidders.
IV. The contractor shall enter into and execute contract agreement in the prescribed form on non-judicial stamp paper in accordance with the relevant law of the State/Union of India. The cost of the stamp papers for the contract agreement shall be borne by the contractor. Two sets of contract document/agreements shall be prepared and signed by both the parties One of the sets shall be stamped "Original" and the other "Duplicate". The duplicate copy and one additional copy will be supplied to the contractor free of cost and the original is to be retained by the company. For any additional copy, additional cost to be charged. 
All additional copies should be certified by the Engineer-in-Charge.
The L-1 bidder will get the information regarding award of work. On receipt of Letter of Acceptance (LOA) of the tender issued by the Company, the successful tenderer shall execute contract agreement in the company's prescribed form for the due fulfillment of the contract. Failure to enter into the required contract within the specified period in the LOA shall entail cancellation of LOA and forfeiture of the Earnest Money. The written contract to be entered into between the contractor and the company, shall be the foundation of the rights of both the parties and the contract shall not be deemed to be executed until the contract is signed by both the parties i.e. Contractor and the Company.
38. Validity of offer:
The validity period of the bid shall be 120 (One Hundred Twenty) days from the end date of bid submission.
In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original time limit, the employer  (CMPDIL) may request the bidders to extend the period of bid validity for a specified additional period. The employer’s request and the bidder’s responses shall be made in writing. A bidder may refuse the request. A bidder agreeing to the request will not be required or permitted to modify his bid.
39. Banning:
The bidders would give a declaration as per Annexure-III (attached) that they have not been banned or delisted by any Govt. or Quasi Govt. agencies or PSUs. If a bidder has been banned or delisted by any Govt. or Quasi Govt. agencies or PSUs, this fact must be clearly stated and it may not necessarily be a cause for disqualification. If the declaration is not given, the bid will be rejected as non-responsive.
40. This Tender Notice shall be deemed to be part of the Contract Agreement. The “General Terms & Conditions”, Additional Terms & Conditions, Special Terms & Conditions (if any), Scope of Work (SOW), and any other document uploaded on portal as NIT document forms an integral part of this NIT and shall also form a part of the Contract agreement.
41. Performance Security shall be 5% of the contract value and is to be submitted within 21 days of issue of LOA by the successful bidder, in any of the form given below:
a. A Bank Guarantee in the form given in the Bid Document.The Bank Guarantee shall be issued by a Scheduled Bank / Nationalized Bank on SFMS platform and shall be irrevocable and unconditional. CMPDI shall have the powers to invoke it notwithstanding any dispute or difference between contractors and CMPDI pending before the court, tribunal, arbitrator or any other authority. b. Govt. Securities, FDR or any other form of deposit stipulated by the owner shall be duly pledged in the favour of Central Mine Planning & Design Institute Limited.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Money (Demand Draft) drawn in favour of Central Mine Planning & Design Institute Limited.on any Scheduled Bank payable at its branch at RANCHI.
d. If performance security is provided by the successful bidder in the form of Bank Guarantee it shall be issued either:
(a)  at Bidder’s option by a Scheduled Bank 
or
(b)  by a foreign bank located in India and acceptable to the employer. 
e. The validity of the Bank Guarantee shall be for a period of ninety days beyond the period of contract or extended period of contract (if any), whichever is more.
f. In case the successful bidder fails to submit the Performance Security within the stipulated time then the award of work shall be cancelled with forfeiture of the bid security/earnest money. In case of Partnership firm, the debarment shall also be applicable to all individual partners of Partnership firm.
g. All running on account bills shall be paid at 97%. The balance 3%shall be treated as Retention Money and will be second part of security deposit. h. Closure of contract shall be done after execution of the work as per agreement within the stipulated time period or the extended time period.
Closure of contract can be done on complete execution of awarded work.

a. Each Bidder shall submit only one Bid, either individually, or as a proprietor, or as a partner in a partnership firm or as a Company registered under Companies Act. A Bidder who submits or participates in more than one Bid (other than as a sub-contractor or in cases of alternatives that have been permitted or requested) will cause all the proposals with the Bidder's participation to be disqualified.
b. Conflict of Interest.
A Bidder may be considered to have a Conflict of Interest with one or more parties in this bidding process, if:
a) they have controlling partner(s) in common; or
b) they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy / financial stake from any of them; or
c) they have the same legal representative / agent for purposes of this bid; or
d) they have relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a position to have access to information about or influence on the bid of another Bidder; or
e) a Bidder or any of its affiliate participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical specification of the contract that is the subject of the bid; or
f) in case of a holding company having more than one Subsidiary/Sister Concern having common business ownership / management only one of them can bid. Bidders must proactively declare such sister/common business / management in same / similar line of Business;
all such Bidders having a Conflict of Interest, shall be disqualified.
Bidder shall give an undertaking under point no. 40.2(d) & 40.2(e) above.
44. Payment -  Project-wise payment will be released on completion of work for each project The Contractor shall submit the project related outputs as per scope of work (1A) and deliverables 2(A) as mentioned in NIT after completion of each project. GM (Geomatics) or his authorised representative shall arrange for verification of quality and accuracy of delivered outputs. After satisfactory evaluation of the deliverables, the contractor will be informed for submission of bills. The payment will be payable by CMPDI within 21 days from the date of receipt of completed bill/ invoice.
This process as explained above may be followed for each project mentioned in scope of work (1A) of NIT. 
a. The Company reserve the right to recover/enforce recovery of any overpayments detected after payment as a result of post-payment audit or technical examination or by any other means, notwithstanding the fact that the amount of disputed claims, if any, of the contractor exceeds the amount of such overpayment and irrespective of the facts whether such disputed claims of the contractor are the subject matter of arbitration or not. The amount of such overpayments may be recovered from the subsequent bills under the contract, failing that from contractor's claim under any other contract with the company or from the contractor's security deposit or the contractor shall pay the amount of overpayment on demand.
b. Amount payable/repayable for any subsequent change in the statutory tax and duties on Service contract will be made to/from the Contractor after departmental verification of such changes of tax law issued by Statutory Authority.

d. No interest shall be payable on the amounts withheld for any reason.
45. Liquidated Damage (LD): Liquidated damage shall be applicable as per GeM provisions.
46. Contract Agreement Document(s):
This Tender Notice shall be deemed to be part of the Contract Agreement. The “General Terms & Conditions”, Additional Terms & Conditions, Special Terms & Conditions (if any), Technical Specifications, drawings (if any) and any other document uploaded on portal as NIT document forms an integral part of this NIT and shall also form a part of the contract agreement.
47. In the event of recovery of any claim towards LD Charges, Penalty, fee, fine or any other charges from the supplier / vendor, the same will be recovered and the amount shall be adjusted with the payment to be made to the supplier / vendor against their bill / invoice or any other dues.
48. Employment of Local Labour:
Contractors are to employ, to the extent possible (as per policy decision of the Company valid from time to time), local project affected people and pay wages not less than the wages fixed (notified and prevalent during execution of the work for mining activity) by the Company and guidelines incorporated at Clause 12 of GTC. CIL/ Subsidiary companies shall specify such rates in their bid.
Payment of Provident Fund for the workmen employed by him for the work as per the Law prevailing under provision of CMPF/EPF and allied scheme valid from time to time shall be responsibility of the Contractor which shall be in accordance with the following guidelines:
a) The Contractor must be mandatorily registered as employer under the CMPF Act and allied scheme and shall submit details of their workers with the CMPF number, wherever required. The contractor shall submit CMPF registration certificate before signing of agreement.
b) If any employee of a Contractor is not a member of any Provident Fund, he shall be required to become a member of CMPF scheme immediately, for availing benefits therefrom.
c) Where the employees of a Contractor are members of EPF scheme, the Contractor shall provide appropriate facilitation to those employees who voluntarily opt for conversion from EPF Schemes to CMPF Schemes.
In addition to the above, the Contractor shall provide a copy of the updated passbook having entry made in the CMPF/EPF or Allied Scheme(s) of Provident fund as the case may be, to the Competent Authority annually or as and when asked. Bidder shall also submit copies of statutory returns.
49. Termination / Cancellation of Contract:
CMPDI shall, in addition to other remedial steps to be taken as provided in the contract, be entitled to terminate/cancel the contract in full or in part by notice in writing, if the contractor:
a. In case of prolonged / frequent unsatisfactory service and continues to do so even after a notice in writing from CMPDI, 
or
b. Commits default / breach in complying with any of the terms and conditions of the contract and does not remedy it or fails to take effective steps for the remedy to the satisfaction of CMPDI,
or
c. Obtains a contract with the company as a result of ring bidding or other non-bonafide methods of competitive bidding,
or
d. Shall offer or give or agree to give any person in the service of CMPDI or to any other person on his behalf any gift or consideration of any kind as an inducement or reward for act(s) of favour, in relation to obtaining or execution of this or any other contract for his company, 
or
e. Transfers, sublets, assign the entire work or any portion thereof to any Firm/Individual/Teams is not permissible. In such case CMPDI may, cancel the whole contract or portion of it in default by giving a written notice.
The contract shall also stand terminated under any of the following circumstances:
a. If the contractor, being an individual in case of proprietary concern or in case of a partnership firm, any of its partners, is declared insolvent under the provisions of Insolvency Act for the time being in force, or makes any conveyance or assignment of his effects or composition or arrangement for the benefit of his creditors amounting to proceedings for liquidation or composition under any Insolvency Act.
b. In case of the contractor being a company, its affairs are under liquidation either by a resolution passed by the contractor’s company or by an order of court, not being a voluntary liquidation proceedings for the purpose of amalgamation or re-organization, or a receiver or manager is appointed by the court on the application by the debenture holders of the contractor's company, if any.
c. If the contractor shall suffer an execution being levied on his/their goods, estates and allow it to be continued for a period of 21 (twenty-one) days.
d. On death of the contractor being a proprietary concern or of any of the partners in case of a partnership concern and the company is not satisfied that the legal representative of the deceased proprietor or the other surviving partners of the partnership concern are capable of carrying out and completing the contract. The decision of the company in this respect shall be final and binding which is to be intimated in writing to the legal representative or to the partnership concern.
50. Guidelines of Banning Business:
CIL and its Subsidiary Companies shall follow the following guidelines for effecting ‘Banning of Business’ with a contracting entity in respect of Works and Services Contracts.
a. Observance of Principle of Natural Justice before banning the business dealings with any contracting entity.

viii. The contractor fails to maintain/repair/redo the work up to the expiry of performance guarantee period, when it is specifically brought to his notice.
ix. Contractor fails to use Mobilization advance given to him for the purpose it was intended.
x. Contractor fails to renew the securities deposited to the department.
xi. The contractor fails to rectify any lapse(s) in quality of the work done within defect liability period.
xii. Transgression of any clause(s) relating to Contractor’s obligation defined in the Integrity Pact wherever such Pact exists.
xiii. Any other breach of Contract or misdeed which may cause financial loss or commercial disadvantage to the Company.
c. Such ‘Banning of Business’, if and when effected, shall be with prospective effect only. The effect of ‘Banning of Business’ shall be for future bids from the date of issue of such Order. However, if any contracting entity is banned after online notification of opening of Price Bid, such a ban will not be effective for that work.
d. The banning shall be for a minimum period of One year and shall be effective for the concerned Subsidiary for the bids invited at Subsidiary level. Similarly, in case of bids of CIL HQ, banning shall be for CIL HQ. However, if such ‘Banning of Business’ has to be made effective for entire CIL and its Subsidiaries then approval of Chairman, CIL shall be required.
e. Once a contracting entity is banned, it shall be extended to the constituents of that entity, all the partners in case of Partnership Firm, owner/proprietor in case of Proprietorship Firm and all the Directors in case of Limited Company. If such banned owner/Proprietor/ Partner/Director make/form different Firms/entity and attempts to participate in bids, the same will not be entertained during the currency of such banning.

51. Non-disclosure/ Confidentiality clause:
The bidder will not at any time during pendency of contract or afterwards, disclose to any person any information as to documents, components, parts, information, drawings, data, sketches, plans, programs, specifications, techniques, processes, software, inventions and other materials, both written and oral, of a secret, confidential or proprietary nature, including without limitation any and all information relating to finance , invention, research, design or development of information system and any supportive or incidental subsystems, and any and all subject matter claimed in or disclosed by any patent application prepared or filed by or on behalf of CMPDI, in any jurisdiction, and any amendments or supplements thereto. The bidder should understand that any breach of this clause would constitute a serious offence for which appropriate legal action may be taken to ensure the enforcement of confidentiality clause.
CMPDI also desires that the bidder shall hold in trust and confidence, and not disclose to others or use for its own benefit or for the benefit of other, any Proprietary Information which is disclosed to the bidder by CMPDI at any time during the agreement / award of work / execution of work and thereafter. The bidder shall disclose Proprietary Information received under the contract to person within its organization only if such persons (i) have a need to know and (ii) are bound in writing to protect the confidentiality of such Proprietary Information. This clause shall survive and continue after any expiration or termination of the contract and shall bind the contractor, its employees, agents, representatives, successors, heirs and assigns.
If services are not found satisfactory, CMPDI reserves the right to cancel the contract within three-months.
52. Prohibition of Child Labour engagement:
The contractor/contractual Agencies must not engage any Child Labour during the course of execution of the contract work within the meaning and scope of the Child Labour Prohibition & Regulation Act-1986 and its relevant Act and Rules amended from time to time by the Govt. of India.
53. Compliance of Applicable Labour Laws:
a. The contractor shall abide by the rules & regulations of Labor’s Laws applicable in their case relating to weekly holidays, overtime allowance, leave with wages and compensatory holidays etc.
b. The contractor shall strictly implement all relevant provisions enumerated under Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act. 1970 and will submit all statutory documents and records as applicable to concerned authorities and shall take full responsibility for obtaining labour license from Central/State Authority as per the Act. He/she/they will also ensure timely submission of statutory returns as applicable in their case.
c. The contractor shall not pay less than the specified category of minimum wages to the labour engaged by him/her/them as per Minimum Wages Act, 1948 notified by the State Govt. or Central Govt. whichever is higher and as may be in force and the payment has to be released under the Payment of Wages Act 1936. In this matter the decision of the department shall be final and binding. The contractor shall provide benefits / facilities to its employees in accordance with the applicable laws to this locality i.e. Jharkhand. CMPDI shall be kept completely indemnified against any liability and consequences thereof. The contractor will be responsible to maintain records/documents pertaining to payment of wages to its workmen as desired by State/Central Govt. Laws including Payment of Wages Act, 1936, Equal Remuneration Act, 1976 & Payment of Bonus Act 1965. 
d. The Contractor should maintain all records in Hindi or English as per the provision made in the various statutes including Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970 and the Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Central Rules, 1971, Minimum Wages Act, 1948, Workmen Compensation Act, 1923, Employees State Insurance/Act, 1948 etc. and latest amendment thereof. Such records maintained by the contractor shall be open for inspection by the PRCO/Engineer-in-charge or by the nominated representative of the Principal Employer.
e. The contractor will strictly regulate the terms of employment of his/her/their employees and manage the discipline as per Industrial Employment (standing orders) Act. 1946.
f. The contractor shall get himself registered under Employees Provident Funds/ Coal Mine Provident Fund, ESI and miscellaneous provisions registration no. or Code no. allotted for the specific establishment within reasonable time and submit the same to the employer, which are to be obtained before payment of 1st on a/c bill. The contractor shall maintain records/document in compliance with the payment of bonus Act 1965. 
g. The contractor shall be solely responsible for the payment of wages, including overtime wages to the workmen and ensure its timely payment thereof through Bank.

m. The Contractor shall in addition to any indemnity provided by the relevant clauses of the agreement or by law, indemnify and keep indemnified, the CMPDI against all claims, damages or compensation under the provisions of Payment of Wages Act, 1936, Minimum Wages Act, 1948, Employer's Liability Act, 1938, Workmen’s' Compensation Act, 1923, Employees provident fund, Employees State Insurance or any modification thereof or any other law relating thereto and rules made there under from time to time, as may be applicable to the contract which may arise out of or in consonance of the construction or maintenance or performance of the work under the contract and also against costs, charges and expenses of any suit, action or proceedings arising out of any accident or injury or death.
The Company does not bind itself to accept the lowest tender and reserves the right to reject any or all the tenders without assigning any reasons whatsoever.
54. Settlement of Disputes:
It is incumbent upon the contractor to avoid litigation and disputes during the course of contract. However, if such disputes take place between the contractor and the department, effort shall be made first to settle the disputes at the company level.
The contractor should make request in writing to the GM (Geomatics) for settlement of such disputes/ claims within 30 (thirty) days of arising of the cause of dispute/ claim failing which no disputes/ claims of the contractor shall be entertained by the company.
Effort shall be made to resolve the dispute in two stages.
In first stage dispute shall be referred to GM (Geomatics) CMPDIL, HQ for the contract of HQ. If difference still persist the dispute shall be referred to a committee constituted by the CMPDIL. The committee shall have one member of the rank of Director of the company who shall be chairman of the committee.
55. [bookmark: _Toc490055308]Settlement of Disputes through Arbitration:
If the parties fail to resolve the disputes/ differences by in house mechanism, then, depending on the position of the case, either the employer/ owner or the contractor shall give notice to other party to refer the matter to arbitration instead of directly approaching Court.
The contractor shall, however, be entitled to invoke arbitration clause only after exhausting the remedy available for settlement of dispute as per provisions of the Tender document.
i. In case of parties other than Govt. agencies, the redressal of disputes/ differences shall be sought through Sole Arbitration as under. 

Sole Arbitration:

“In the event of any dispute or difference relating to the interpretation and application of the provisions of the commercial contract(s) between Central Public Sector Enterprises (CPSEs) / Port trusts inter-se and also between CPSEs and Government Departments / Organizations (excluding disputes concerning Railways, Income Tax, Custom & Excise Departments), such dispute or differences shall be taken up by either party for resolution through AMRCD (Administrative Mechanism for Resolution of CPSEs Disputes) as mentioned in DPE OM No. 05/0003/2019-FTS-10937 dtd.14.12.2022”.

If the lowest quoting
“Class- local supplier, does not qualify for purchase preference because of aforesaid
constraints or does not accept the offered quantity, an opportunity may be given to next
higher ‘Class-Ilocal supplier . faling within 20% margin of purchase preference, and so
on

o To avoid any ambiguity during bid evaluation process, the procuring entities
may stipulate ts own tender specific criteria for award of contract amongst different
bidders including the procedure for purchase preference to ‘Class- local supplier
within the broad policy guideines stipulated in sub-paras above.

4. Exemption of small purchases: Notwithstanding anything contained in paragraph 3,
procurements whero tho estmated vaue to be procured is less than Rs. 5 lakhs sall
be exempt from this Order. However, it shall be ensured by procuring entiies that
procurement is not spit for the purpose of avoiding the provisions of this Order.

5. Minimum local content: The ‘local content' requirement to categorize a supplier as
Class-| local suppler’ is minimum 50%. For ‘Class-|I local supplier’, tne ‘local content
requitement is minimum 20%. Nodal Miristry/ Department may prescribe only a higher
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percentage of minimum local content requirement to categorize a supplier as ‘Class-|
local supplier/ ‘Class-ll local supplier. For the items, for which Nodal Ministryl
Depariment has not prescrived higher minmum local content nofification under the
Order, it shall be 50% and 20% for Class-| local supplier/ ‘Class-Il local supplier
respectively.

Margin of Purchase Preference: The margin of purchase preference shall be 20%.

Requirement for specification in advance The minimum local content, the margin of
purchase preference and the procedure for preference to Make in India shall be
specified in the notice inviting tenders or other form of procurement solictation and
shall not be varied during a particular procurement transaction.

Government E-marketplace: In respect of procurement through the Government E-
marketplace (GeM) shail as far as possiole, specifically mark the items which meet the:
minmum local content while registering the item for display, and shal, wherever
feasible, make provision for automated comparison with purchase preference and
without purchase preference and for obtaining consent of the local supplier in those
cases where purchase oreference s to be exercised.

Verification of local content

a The Class-I local suppiier/ Class-Ii local suplier at the time of tender,bidding or
solicitation shall be requrred to indicate percentage of local confent and provice
seifcertfication that the itom offerod meets the local content requirement for
Class-I local supplier/ ‘Class-Il local suppiler’, as the case may be. They shallalso
give detais of the location(s) at which the local value addition is made.

b, In cases of procurement for a value in excess of Rs. 10 crores, the ‘Class- local
suppler/ ‘Class-Il local suppler shall be required to provide a certificate from the
statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company (in the case of companies) o from
a practicing cost accountant or pracicing chartered accountant (in respect of
suppliers other than companies) giving the percentage of local content

¢ Decisions on complaints relating to implementation of this Order shall be taken by
e competent. authurily which is empowered (o look into procurement related
complaints relating to the procuring entiy.

d Nodal Ministries may constitute committees with interal and exteral experts for
independent verification of seif-deciarations and auditor's/ accountant’s certficates
on random basis and in the case of complaints.

& Nodal Ministries and procuring entiies may prescribe fees for such complaints

f. False declarations wil be in breach of the Code of Integrity under Rule 175(1)()()
of the General Financial Rules for which a bidder or its successors can be
debarred for up to two years as per Rule 151 (i) of the General Financial Rules
along with such other actions as may be permissible under law.
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9. A supplier who has been debarred oy any procuring entiy for violation of s Order
shall not be eligvle for preference under this Order for procurement by any other
procuring ontty for the duration of the debarment. The debarment for such other
procuring entities shall take effoct prospectively ffom the date on which it comes to
the notice of other procurement enties, in the manner prescribed under peragraph
9N below

h. The Department of Expenditure shall issue suitable instructions for the effective
and smooth operation of this process, so that

. The fact and duration of debarment for violation of this Order by any procuring
entity are promply brought to the otice of the Member-Convenor of the
Standing Commitiee and tne Department of Expenditure through the
concerned Ministry /Department or in some other manner;

ii. on a periodical basis such cases are consolidated and a centralized list or
decentralized lists of such suppliers with the period of debarment is maintained
and displayed on websitels)

i, in respect of procuring entities other than the one which has carried out the
debarment, the debarment takes effect prospectively from the date of
uploading on the website(s) in the such a manner that ongoing procurements
are not disrupted.

10 Specifications In Tonders and othor procurement solicitations.

a Every procuring entity shall ensure that the eigibilty conditions in respect of
previous experience fixed in any tender or solicitation do not require proof of Supply
in other counties or proof of exports.

b. Procuring entities shall endeavour to see that eligibity conditions, including on
matters like tumover, production capabilty and financial sirength do not result in
unreasonable exclusion of ‘Class- local supplier/ ‘Class-Ii local supplier’ who
would otherwise be cligible, beyond what is essential for ensuring quality or
ereditworthiness of the supplier

. Procuring entities snall, within 2 months of the issue of this Order review all existing
eligibity norms and conditions wih reference to sub-paragraphs a’ and ‘o' above.

d. Reciprocity Clause

i When a Nodal Ministry/Department identfies that Indian suppliers of an item
are not allowed to participate and/ or compete in procurement by any foreign
government, due to restrictive tender conditions which have direct or indirect
effect of barring Indian companies such as registration in the procuring
country, execution of projects of specific value in the procuring country etc., it
shall provide such etails to al its procuring enites including CMDS/CEOs of
PSEs/PSUs, State Governments and ofher procurement agencies under their
administrative control and GeM for appropriate reciprocal action
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il Entiies of countries which have been identified by the nodal
Ministry/Department as not allowing Indian companies to participate in their
Government procurement for any item related to that nodal Ministry shall not
be allowed to participate in Goverment procurement in India for i ftems.
related to that nodal Ministry/ Department, except for the fist of items.
published by the Ministry/ Department permitting thelr participation.

iii. The stipuiation in (i) above shall be part of all tenders invitad by the Central
Government procuring entites stated in () above. Al purchases on GeM shall
also necessarly have the above provisions for items identfie by nodal
Ministry/ Department

. State Governments should be encouraged to Incorporate similar provisions in
their respective tenders.

. Tne term ‘entty’ of a country shall have the same meaning as under the FOI
Policy of DPIIT as amended from time to time.

& Specifying foreign certifications/ unreasonable technical specifications! brands/
modes in the bid document is restrictive and discriminatory practice against local
suppliers. If foreign certiication is required to be stipulated because of non-
availabilty of Indian Standards andor for any other reason, the same shall be done.
only after written approval of Secretary of the Department concerned or any other
Authority having been Gesignated such power by the Secretary of the Department
concerned.

£ “All administrative Ministries/Departments whose procurement exceeds Rs. 1000
Crore per annum shall notify update their procurement projections every year,
including those of the PSES/PSUs, for the next 5 years on their respective
website.

10A. Action for non-compliance of the Provisions of the Order: In case restrictive or
discriminatory conditions against domestic suppliers are included in bid documents, an
inquiry shall be conducted by the Administrative Department undertaking the
procurement (including procurement by any enity under its administrative control) to fix
responsivilty for the same. Trereafter, appropriale action, adminisiraive or otherwise,
shall be taken against erring offcials of procurement eniies under relevant provisions.
Intimation on all such actions shall be sent to the Standing Committee.

11 Assessment of supply base by Nodal Ministries: The Nodal Ministry shall keep in
view the domestic manufacturing / supply base and assess the available capacity and
the extent of local competition while identifying items and prescibing the higher
minmum local content or the manner of its calculation, with a view to avoiding cost

increase from the operation of this Order.

12 Increase in minimum local content: The Nodal Ministry may annually review the local
content requirements with a view to increasing them, subject to availabilty of sufficient
local competition with adequate quality.
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13 Manufacture under licenso! technology collaboration agreements with phased
indigenization: While nolifying the minimum local content, Nodal Ministries may make
special provisions for exemping supplies ffom meeting the stipulated local content if
the product is being manufactured in India undor a license from a foreign manufacturer
who holds nteliectual property rights and where there s a technology collaboration
agreement / ransfer of technology agreement for indigenous manufacture of a product
doveloped abroad with clear phasing of ncrease in local content

13A. In procurement of all goods, services or works in respect of which there is substantial
quantity of public procurement and for which the nodal ministry has not notified that
there is sufficient local capacty and local competition, the concerned nodal ministry
shall notify an upper threshold vaiue of procurement beyond which foreign companies
shall enter into a joint venture with an Indian company to partcipate in the tender.
Procuring eniities, while procuring such items beyond the notified threshold value, shall
prescribe in thelr respective tenders that foreign companis may enter o a joint
venture with an Indian company to participate in the tender. The procuring
Minstries/Depariments shal aiso make special provisions for exempling suen joint
ventures from meeting the stipulated minimum local content requirement, which shall
be increased in a phased manner

14.Powers to grant exemption and to reduce minimum local content The
administrative Department undertaking the procurement (including procurement by any
entty under its agministrative control), with the approval of their Minister-in-charge,
may by written order, for reasons 1o be recorded in wriing,

a. reduce the minimum local content below the prescribed leve, or
reduce the margin of purchase preference below 20%: or

© exempt any particular item or supplying entiies from the operation of this
Order or any part of the Order.

A copy of every such order shall be provided to the Standing Committee and
concerned Nodal Ministry / Department. The Nodal Ministry / Department concerned
will continue to have the power 1o vary its notification on Minimum Local Content.

15 Directions to Government companies' In respect of Goverment companies and
otner procuring enifies not govemed by the General Financial Rules, the
administrative Ministry or Department shall issue policy directions requiring compliance
with this Order

16.Standing Committee A standing committee is hereby constituted with the following
membership

The Secretary of the Department concerned with a particular item shall be a member in
respect of issues relating to such item. The Chairman of the Committee may co-opt
technical experts as relovant to any issue or ciass of issues under its consideration

Functions of the Standing Committee: The Standing Committee shall meet as often
as necessary. but not less than once in six months. The Committee

a. shall oversee the implementation of this order and issues arising therefrom, and
make recommendations to Nodal Ministries and procuring enties.
shall annually assess and periodically monitor compliance with this Order

c. shall identify Nodal Ministries and the allocation of items among them for issue of
noifications on minimum local content

d. may require furnishing of details or returns regarding compliance with this Order
and related matters.

e may, during the annual review or otherwise, assess issues, f any, where it is felt
that the manner of implementation of the order results in any restrictive practices,
cartelization or increase in public expenditure and suggest remedial measures

1. may examine cases covered by paragraph 13 above relating to manufacture under
license/ technology transfer agreements with a view to satisfying itself that
adequate mechanisms exist for enforcement of such agreements and for attaining
the underlying objective of progressive indigenization

9. may consider any other issue relating to this Order which may arise.

Removal of difficulties: Minisiries /Dopariments and the Boards of Directors of
Government companies may issue such clarifications and Instructions as may be
necessary for the removal of any difficultes arising n the implementation of this Order.

s: Where any Ministry or Department has its own
policy for preference to local content approved by the Cabinet after 1* January 2015,
such polcies wil prevai over the provisions of tis Order. Al other existing orders on
preference (o local content shall be reviewed by the Nodal Ministies and revised as
needed to conform to this Order, witnin two months of the ssue of this Order

20 Transitional provision: This Order shall not apply to any tender or procurement for

which notice inviting tender or other form of procurement solicitation has been issued
